Radio show „Izvan okvira“ (in free translation „Outside the box“) on Croatian radio first program

Journalist Ivana Sučić, on the 13th February 2012, spoke with student members of education for entrepreneurship, Dora Vdović, Ivana Stipić, Leon Alpeza, Marko Borović and Bruno Rumbak, and history professor Ljiljana Jambor.

We talked about the project – education for entrepreneurship. Professor Jambor explained how our school was found in this project, how many schools participate. The main goal is to learn what entrepreneurship is and live it.We need to sensitize our students to live in the world of entrepreneurship and prepare them for future business. It is imortant for students to already learn in primary school about entrepreneurship because it is the right time when they can accept new ideas, engage in research work, do something practical. Students are satisfied with project; they gladly participate in the search data, and  for them conversation with entrepreneurs is more interesting then passive listening. Website SEECEL is open to communicate and exchange ideas with other schools in South East Europe. After project completion, implementation of all programs should be published and made available to all schools wishing to participate in similar projects.
Dora explained that her reason to get involved in this group it's because she wants to deal with marketing in life. In this group she can learn tha basics of entrepreneurship, „bake a ploy“.

Leon told us that he can learn about entrepreneurship in the Museum. To observe development of technology, to create your own opinion about development, to educate ourselves, it is a start. We can learn a lot from conversation with other people, learn what is and how it works, what others think about our work.
Marko is like to work in a group because he can learn a lot. As you grow up earlier. We have seen a lot already – at the Eco Ethno Fair we saw Croatian products, talked with small entrepreneurs. Some of these things we used on our Open day in school – we made Christmas ornaments, sold them, talking with customers and decided what we're going to do with money we earned. This year will be spent for modernizing our school environment. Last year money was donated to the association Zdenac for guide dogs, and for other humanitarian purposes. 

Ivana is a member of school orchestra. She talked about hard work in it, and cooperation with orchestra from primary school Borovje, how they'll record a Christmas CD together. She tought it would be easy and simple, but she learned that success comes with great dedication and hard work. Instruments for orchestra will be restored from money earned by selling CD's. 

Leon share with us how to develop new ideas.


Ivana likes that she, through the work, learnes more about life and how to work individually.

Dora thinks that in the regular classroom should be more real life content, not just „learning by heart“.


Marko noted that he's not playing computer games so much, instead he follows entrepreneurial forums and portals. He believes that this knowledge helps him in solving school problems. On TV news he noticed a lot of affairs and problems. 


Ivana tries to reduce her time on a computer and to watch some TV shows about serious issue.


Leon keeps track of daily news and follows world events. He is interested in the economy TV shows.

 Dora thinks that later in life they will need entrepreneurial knowledge. Croatia is developing, we have more and more entrepreneurs. It is good to follow events in Croatia and abroad, because on that way we prepare ourselves for adulthood.

Bruno spoke about group plans for the end of the school year. We have a plan to visit a big company, probably Kraš, then one of a counties which has a small business development. When will be familiarize enough about entrepreneurship, we will be able to interview citizens and find out their opinions.

For the end, Dora pointed that a group will realize all they have planned, because of virtues thay have, the way they keep and work together.
